Uprkos sve ve¢em broju osoba koje ne govore engleski, staracki
domovi ne koriste prevodioce da komuniciraju i prenesu vazne informacije
pacijentima, odnosno osoblju.

Strucnjaci predvidaju jos vecu krizu za tri godine kada ¢e doseljenici Ciniti
23% stanovnistva preko 65 godina. Potrebe za radnicima koji govore dva
jezika postace goruci problem i od Vlade ocekuju da finansira etnicke grupe
da obezbijede usluge za starije osobe.

Alma Bekri¢ iz Etni¢kog vije¢a kaZe da se stariji imigranti Zale da ne mogu
svaki drugi dan jesti australijske namaze ili kobasice sa graSkom. Njima
nedostaje hrana na koju su navikli, npr. riza, Spagete ili pita.

Na osnovu statistiCkih podataka broj imigranata u staratkim domovima
se povecao za 200% u zadnjih deset godina. U izvjestaju vlade se navode
mnogi nesporazumi koji su rezultat nepoznavanja obicaja doseljenika i
njihove ishrane, ali nista nije uradeno da se ovaj problem rijesi.
